Public consultation period:
A member of the public asked if there was any update on the planning application for the Anaerobic Digestion facility.  It was confirmed that there has been no updates from Dorset Council Planning team, other than it will be going to Planning’s full committee for consideration, which is not a quick process.  Once the Parish Council receive any updates, it will be published on the Parish Council Facebook page and website.

25/71. To receive and accept apologies of absence.
Cllr R Craigmile, Cllr Burney and Dorset Councillors Cllr B Ridout and Cllr V Pothecary sent their apologies.
At this point, the Chairman reported that Cllr M Mason had sent her written resignation from the Parish Council.  The Chairman said that he was always impressed with Cllr Mason’s involvement within the Parish and her hard work in all that she did as a Councillor.  Cllr Mason had said that she feels she can make more direct and positive impact on people’s lives by volunteering in other roles.  It is a sad loss to the Parish Council.

25/74.  To agree the minutes of the Parish Council meeting dated the 11th of November 2025

Matters arising:
To approve precept-budget for 2026-2027
The Clerk had tabled an amended budget and precept for 2026-2027, as requested at the Parish Council meeting of the 11th of November 2025.  It was agreed to set the precept at £46000.00 for 2026-2027, which covers the budget of £43850.00 and extra funds to build up the Parish Councils reserves, as requested by BDO external auditor.  This will be an increase of £9.28 a year on a band D property = .77p a month on the resident’s council tax for Motcombe Parish.  This was proposed by Cllr Rogers and seconded by Cllr Mouncey, all in favour.
	RESOLVED: to set the precept at £46000.00 for 2026-2027 (25/74a, budget/precept)
It was also resolved to increase the Clerks hours of employment from 14 hours a week to 18 hours a week, which had been agreed at the meeting of the 11th of November 2025.

The Parish Council had not sent an objection on this application and was surprised it was refused under this condition, as other applications have been approved which were outside the settlement boundary.

The Chairman reported that he was saddened to here that Marin Lee, who did so much for the Parish, passed away.  The Chairman expressed his condolences to his family.

The Clerk reported that at long last, she received an email from Low Carbon with an update of when the Parish Council will receive the agreed community benefit.  It was noted that the solar panels have not yet been linked to the grid, and until this is complete, the community benefit funding will not be released.  The good news is that is it pencilled in for connection on the 21st of January 2026, and the Parish Council should receive their first donation in the middle of March 2026.  Cllr Mouncey raised his concerns that the agreed screening planting schedule has not been started on the site.  			Action - Clerk
